Notes for leaders for ‘The Deep’ Sleepover on 
Friday 1st  and Saturday 2nd  December 2023.

We are just putting final details in place for the Sleepover.  Hope these are easily understood but if not or you have any further queries then please let us know. 
Firstly we will have as it stands currently: 

· Friday: 128 Beavers/Cubs going with 29 Adults/ 6 Young Leaders. We are at full capacity on Friday – so we cannot add any further people 
· Saturday:  (will be approx 120 including adults, as numbers still not confirmed.)
NOTE:  Please make sure all adult helpers have had a DBS check and their membership number added to your NAN form as if not they won’t be allowed to attend overnight. 

Please remember to submit your NAN forms using link on the email by 10th November. If your leaders do not have a NAN permit, please email   thedeep@bandhscouts.org.uk  with your leaders/parent helpers names and membership numbers so that they can go on my Nan form.  Also find attached ‘The Deep’s’ risk assessment (This should be passed to all adults staying to read before hand).  

All Groups will need to have their own ‘In Touch.’ Please make sure the leader in charge has a list of all from your group attending and your own Groups ‘In Touch’ person in case of emergency.  
Young people should arrive for 6.15p.m and picked back up at 8a.m.  If leaders could be there slightly earlier at about 6p.m so you are ready for them to arrive.  
A short meeting may be held prior to arrival or before lights out with a leader from each Group regarding essential information like fire alarm etc. with ‘The Deep Staff.’
